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By the invitation of the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the Expert Meeting in preparation for the Conference of the Heads of the Law- Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States was held in Baku on 22-23 October 2007. 

The main purpose of this meeting was the preparation of the Conference of the Heads of Law-Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States in accordance with paragraph 7 of the Baku Declaration, adopted at the 33rd Session of the Islamic Conference of Foreign Ministers held in Baku on 19-21 June 2006, in which the support was expressed to the outcome of the Conference of the Islamic countries Police Chiefs held in Isphahan. 

The following delegations participated in this meeting: Republic of Azerbaijan, Kingdom of Bahrain, Arab Republic of Egypt, Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, Republic of Indonesia, Islamic Republic of Iran, Republic of Iraq, Republic of Kazakhstan, State of Kuwait, Malaysia, Federal Republic of Nigeria, Sultanate of Oman, Islamic Republic of Pakistan, State of Palestine, Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, Republic of Senegal, Republic of Sudan, Republic of Togo, Republic of Turkey, State of Qatar, United Arab Emirates, Republic of Uzbekistan. 


The meeting,

    -   Considering the global character of international terrorism, all forms and manifestations of extremism, aggressive separatism, illicit trafficking of weapons, drugs and human beings, illegal migration, 

    -   Noting the existence of other types of transnational crime, as well as other forms of threats and crimes that create danger for international security and stability in the territories that are not under control, 

    -   Considering the importance of pursuing mutually-agreed policy in fighting against such crimes. 

    -   Recalling the necessity of promoting of coordinated strategies in fighting against crime, as well as border and customs control, 

agreed on the following items to be discussed in the Conference of the Heads of the Law- Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States: 
  Establishing ways and means of effectively educating and enlightening that Islam rejects in absolute terms all acts of terrorism regardless of its ideologies and ethnicities and in all its forms and manifestations. 
  Identification of the root causes of terrorism and establishing measures to reduce and eliminate them. 
  Promotion of coordinated strategies among OIC Members States in the field of border and customs control and in fighting against international terrorism, extremism in all its forms and manifestations, aggressive separatism, the illicit trafficking of weapons, drugs and human beings, illegal migration and other kinds of transnational crimes and challenges and crimes that create danger to international security and stability in occupied and uncontrolled territories. 
  Strengthening and unifying the position of Islamic countries in combating terrorism and other threats and challenges. 
  Ensuring the implementation of obligations provided in the provisions of the OIC agreement on combating international terrorism and other relevant UN conventions on combating terrorism to which the states are parties. 
  Examination of methods of effective implementation of all coordinated measures to be taken against all kinds of crime, such as terrorism, drugs, illicit weapons and human trafficking, cybercrimes, money-laundering, financing of terrorism and other transnational crimes and decision making with regard to them by the OIC Member States. 
  Holding trainings and conduct exchange programs among the OIC members States in the field of fight against international terrorism, all forms of extremism and aggressive separatism and other aspects of law enforcement activities. . 
  Examination of joint fighting methods against extremism and aggressive separatism and implementation of relevant mechanisms with the OIC Member States. 
  Fighting against separatist regimes and groups and preventing connections of any persons or entities of OIC Member States with them. 
  Examination of the possibility of setting up a common database on issues and areas to be shared by Member States with regards to terrorism and drug trafficking crimes and other transnational crimes. 
  Examination and application of information exchange, strengthening the mutual cooperation among the OIC Member States in the field of legal assistance and extradition and preparation of relevant documents in these fields. 
  Promotion of coordination and cooperation among law-enforcement agencies, establishment of effective systems on the sharing best practices operational experiences, specialized publication and legislations. 
  Undertaking studies on legislative rules of law enforcement agencies in the field of combating crimes and eliminating inconsistencies between legislation in order to ensure drafting unified mechanisms to combat this crime. 
  Promotion of cooperation between the law-enforcement agencies of the OIC Member States in the area of technical assistance and strengthening the cooperation between the OIC Member States and other international organizations in issues on fighting against transnational organized crime and mutual legal assistance. 

The participants of the meeting decided to submit to the Conference of the Heads of Law- Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States the following recommendations: 
  Convening the Conference of the Heads of Law-Enforcement Agencies of OIC Member States once every two years; 
  Convening extraordinary sessions of the Conference of the Heads of Law-Enforcement Agencies within the framework of the OIC if requested by any Member State and this request is approved by a two-third majority of the OIC Member States; 
  Holding a relevant expert meeting before each Conference of the Heads of Law-Enforcement Agencies to elaborate agenda and prepare the list of issues to be discussed on the Conference; 
  The participants welcomed the proposal of the Republic of Azerbaijan to host the Conference of the Heads of Law- Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States in the first term of 2009 in Baku. The date of the Conference will be agreed after consultation between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the General Secretariat of the OIC. 
  The participants of the Expert Meeting in preparation of the Conference of the Heads of Law-Enforcement Agencies of the OIC Member States adopted the final document and decided to submit this document to the Secretary General of the OIC.
